FEDERAL ACCOUNTABILITY - ADEQUATE YEARLY PROGRESS (AYP)
Federal Accountability under NCLB requires a decision to be made for all schools and districts after every year to determine progress. Additionally a two year decision is required about progress. That two year decision is called "AYP Status Decision". A district or building may meet one year's progress but not the other. Or a district might make progress in one subject or grade level, but not the other. The two year "AYP Status Decision" at both the building and district levels will be described with one of the following:

MET: A building or district has met all target goals for two consecutive years. 

NOT MET: A building or district has either met all of the indicators in one of the two years, but not both, or the district or building missed indicators in different subject areas or grade levels during the two years.
