EMERSON-HUBBARD DEMOGRAPHICS:


According to the Nebraska Department of Education, in 2009-2010, Emerson-Hubbard Community Schools had a PK-12 enrollment of 301.  Their information also shows that in 2008-2009 our enrollment was 317.  Over the next five years our census shows a trend of lower enrollments.  These numbers were taken from a count as of the last Friday in September of each year.

According to the Nebraska Department of Education our district’s K-12 average daily attendance for 2009-10 was 271.50 and our district’s average daily membership was 283.46.  These numbers give our district an attendance rate of 95.75% (271.50/283.46).  This attendance rate shows the total number of days students are actually in school compared to the number of days they should be in school.
Emerson-Hubbard Community Schools employed 29.5 certified staff members of which three are administrators and 26.5 are certified teachers.  In addition, there were 25 support staff members.  Their areas include maintenance, custodial, para-professionals, secretaries, bus personnel, and food service workers.
