REGULAR BOARD MEETING



DECEMBER 12, 2011


Of the Board of Education of School District No. 61R, Emerson-Hubbard Community Schools, in the County of Dixon, in the State of Nebraska, a/k/a Dixon County School District No. 561, was convened in open and public session at 6:00 o’clock P.M. on the 12th day of December, 2011 in the Elementary School Library in said district.  Board members present: Dion Blanke,  J. J. Morgan, Mary Ann Lussier,  Cindi Stolze, Shari Stork, and Robert Wendte. Board members absent: None. Also present: Superintendent Dr. David Jones, Elementary Principal James Northwick, Secondary Principal Mark Koch, Board Secretary Nita McCabe, Nancy Casey, Joe Conley, Cherie Conley, Traci Morgan, Ann Milliken, Maureen Martin, Rita Drieling, J.D. Ferdig, Traci Millard, Susan Miller, Mike Renning, Charlotte Wiegel, Heather Lander, Willa Saltzman, Kathy Albrecht and Lori Blanke.


Notice of the meeting was given in advance thereof, according to law, by proper publication in the Nebraska Journal Leader, a designated method for giving notice of the School District.  Notice of this meeting was given in advance to all members of the Board of Education.  Availability of the Agenda and purpose of the meeting was communicated in the advance notice of the meeting and in the notice to the members of this meeting. A copy of the open meeting act was posted at the meeting. All proceedings of the Board of Education were taken while the convened meeting was open to the attendance of the public.

Member Lussier moved to approve the agenda.  Member Stolze seconded the motion and, on roll call vote, the following members voted in favor of passage of the same: Stolze, Stork, Wendte, Blanke Lussier, and Morgan.  The following voted against passage of the same: None.  The above motion, having been consented to by more than a majority of the board members of this School District, was declared as passed by the President.

Member Stolze moved to approve the minutes of the Regular Board Meeting held on November 14, 2011; the Treasurer’s report for November, 2011; and the payment of claims for December, 2011.  Member Blanke seconded the motion and, on roll call vote, the following members voted in favor of passage of the same: Stork, Wendte, Blanke, Lussier, Morgan and Stolze. The following voted against passage of the same: None. The above motion, having been consented to by more than a majority of the board members of this School District, was declared as passed by the President.

Traci Morgan addressed the Board.

Dawn Habhab addressed the Board.

Member Stolze moved the Board go into executive session to discuss the evaluation of job performance of the Superintendent and review and consider the contract with the superintendent and to prevent the needless injury to the reputation of staff.  Member Lussier seconded the motion and, on roll call vote, the following members voted in favor of passage of the same:  Wendte, Blanke, Morgan, Lussier, Stolze, and Stork.  The following voted against passage of the same:  None.  The above motion, having been consented to by more than a majority of the board members of this School District, was declared as passed by the President.  The closed session commenced at 6:12 o’clock P.M.

Member Wendte moved to come out of executive session.  Member Stolze seconded the motion and, on roll cal vote, the following members voted in favor of passage of the same: Blanke, Lussier, Morgan, Stolze, Stork, and Wendte.  The following voted against passage of the same:  None.  The above motion, having been consented to by more than a majority of the board members of this School District, was declared as passed by the President.  Executive session concluded at 6:46 o’clock P.M.  

Member Lussier moved to approve the superintendent’s evaluation.  Member Blanke seconded the motion and, on roll call vote, the following members voted in favor of passage of the same: Lussier, Morgan, Stolze, Stork, Wendte, and Blanke. The following voted against passage of the same: None. The above motion, having been consented to by more than a majority of the board members of this School District, was declared as passed by the President.

The board will review and consider a contract with the superintendent at a later date.

The possibility of staff input for the board was discussed.

Administrative Reports:

Secondary Principal Mark Koch reported to the board on the recently held meetings for school improvement and the climate committees; ESU #1 presented to the staff on November 22 and will be in the district again on January 20th to read the MAPS results, Ann Milliken applied for a grant from the Gardner Foundation to replace the stage back-drop curtains and Emerson-Hubbard was awarded the requested amount of $6452; and the secondary concert will be held later this evening.  School is scheduled to dismiss on December 22nd until January 4th for Winter Break.

Elementary Principal James Northwick shared with the board the success of the elementary winter concert; a speaker from the Nebraska Humanities is scheduled to present a program at the elementary on December 15th; the students participated in a food drive to assist the local food bank and collected a total of over 600 pounds of food.  Nonperishable food can still be donated.

Superintendent Dr. Jones reported to the Board the school improvement plan is on schedule and students are doing well with existing guidelines; equipment for the weight room will be shipped in January; and he has visited with Maria Weddle’s family.  Administrators are making provisions during her absence.


Member Lussier moved to adjourn the meeting. Member Stolze seconded the motion and, on roll call vote, the following members voted in favor of passage of the same: Morgan, Stolze, Stork, Wendte Blanke, and Lussier. The following voted against passage of the same: None. The above motion, having been consented to by more than a majority of the board members of this School District, was declared as passed by the President.

The meeting was duly adjourned at 6:55o’clock P.M. on this 121h day of December, 2011.
