REGULAR BOARD MEETING




        FEBRUARY 13, 2012


Of the Board of Education of School District No. 61R, Emerson-Hubbard Community Schools, in the County of Dixon, in the State of Nebraska, a/k/a Dixon County School District No. 561, was convened in open and public session at 6:00 o’clock P.M. on the 13th day of February, 2012 in the Elementary School Library in said district.  Board members present: Dion Blanke, Mary Ann Lussier, Cindi Stolze, Shari Stork, and Robert Wendte. Board members absent: J. J. Morgan.  Also present: Superintendent Dr. David Jones, Elementary Principal James Northwick, Secondary Principal Mark Koch, Board Secretary Nita McCabe, and Nancy Casey.


Notice of the meeting was given in advance thereof, according to law, by proper publication in the Nebraska Journal Leader, a designated method for giving notice of the School District.  Notice of this meeting was given in advance to all members of the Board of Education.  Availability of the Agenda and purpose of the meeting was communicated in the advance notice of the meeting and in the notice to the members of this meeting. A copy of the open meeting act was posted at the meeting. All proceedings of the Board of Education were taken while the convened meeting was open to the attendance of the public.

Member Stolze moved to approve the agenda.  Member Lussier seconded the motion and, on roll call vote, the following members voted in favor of passage of the same: Stolze, Stork, Wendte, Blanke, and Lussier.  The following voted against passage of the same: None. Absent: Morgan.  The above motion, having been consented to by more than a majority of the board members of this School District, was declared as passed by the President.

Member Lussier moved to approve the minutes of the Regular Board Meeting held on January 9, 2012; the Treasurer’s report for January, 2012; and the payment of claims for February, 2012.  Member Wendte seconded the motion and, on roll call vote, the following members voted in favor of passage of the same: Stork, Wendte, Blanke, Lussier, and Stolze. The following voted against passage of the same: None. Absent: Morgan. The above motion, having been consented to by more than a majority of the board members of this School District, was declared as passed by the President.

No one requested to visit with the Board.

Member J. J. Morgan arrived at 6:02 o’clock P.M.

Member Wendte moved to approve payment of the annual dues to the Nebraska Association of School Boards and to maintain membership.  Member Lussier seconded the motion and, on roll call vote, the following members voted in favor of passage of the same: Wendte, Blanke, Lussier, Stolze, and Stork. The following voted against passage of the same: Morgan. Absent: None.  The above motion, having been consented to by more than a majority of the board members of this School District, was declared as passed by the President.

Member Lussier moved to approve the proposed calendar for the 2012-2013 school year. Member Stolze seconded the motion and, on roll call vote, the following members voted in favor of passage of the same: Blanke, Lussier, Morgan, Stolze, Stork, and Wendte. The following voted against passage of the same: None.  The above motion, having been consented to by more than a majority of the board members of this School District, was declared as passed by the President.

Member Morgan moved the Board go into executive session to review and consider the contracts with the elementary principal and secondary principal and to prevent the needless injury to the reputation of staff.  Member Blanke seconded the motion and, on roll call vote, the following members voted in favor of passage of the same: Lussier, Morgan, Stolze, Stork, Wendte, and Blanke.  The following voted against passage of the same:  None. The above motion, having been consented to by more than a majority of the board members of this School District, was declared as passed by the President.  The closed session commenced at 6:07 o’clock P.M.

Member Wendte moved to come out of executive session.  Member Stolze seconded the motion and, on roll cal vote, the following members voted in favor of passage of the same: Morgan, Stolze, Stork, Wendte, Blanke, and Lussier.  The following voted against passage of the same:  None.  The above motion, having been consented to by more than a majority of the board members of this School District, was declared as passed by the President.  Executive session concluded at 7:10 o’clock P.M.  

Member Stolze moved to continue a contract with James Northwick as elementary principal. Member Wendte seconded the motion and, on roll call vote, the following members voted in favor of passage of the same: Stolze, Stork, Wendte, Blanke, Lussier, and Morgan.  The following voted against passage of the same: None. The above motion, having been consented to by more than a majority of the board members of this School District, was declared as passed by the President.

Member Stolze moved to continue a contract with Mark Koch as secondary principal. Member Lussier seconded the motion and, on roll call vote, the following members voted in favor of passage of the same: Stork, Wendte, Blanke, Lussier, Morgan, and Stolze. The following voted against passage of the same: None. The above motion, having been consented to by more than a majority of the board members of this School District, was declared as passed by the President.

Administrative Reports:

Secondary Principal Mark Koch reported on the equipment received and in place for the weight room; the new back stage curtains, obtained through a grant from the Gardner Foundation, have been installed; FFA students are in the process of making and placing benches near the front entrance doors; NeSA Tests have been completed and all are waiting for results to these tests; and he gave an update on the operation of the surveillance cameras.

Elementary Principal James Northwick shared with the Board the results of the recently held spelling bee at the elementary and announced that Jacob Martin and Melanie Gentrup will represent our district at the county competition; “Kids on the Block” presented an assembly for the students concerning bullying; over 90% of the elementary student parents attended the recently held Parent-Teacher Conferences; the state writing tests have been completed and mailed; and a brochure stating scores of area elementary schools compared with Emerson-Hubbard Elementary has been compiled and was given to the Board members.

Superintendent David Jones indicated a survey will be given to parents in the near future; the Curriculum Committee of the Board met with a group of board members from Pender Public School to continue to look at available options and opportunities; a girls’ sub-district basketball game is scheduled at Wisner-Pilger for the following evening; and an event involving elementary and secondary students to celebrate Valentine’s Day, has been postponed to another special day.


President Stork reported briefly to the Board on the meeting with Pender board members and feels that we are headed in the right direction in regard to options available to our district.


Member Lussier attended a joint city/county government meeting and a meeting held in Lincoln at the Governor’s mansion.  Information received at these meetings was shared with the Board.


Member Wendte moved to adjourn the meeting. Member Lussier seconded the motion and, on roll call vote, the following members voted in favor of passage of the same: Wendte, Blanke, Lussier, Morgan, Stolze, and Stork. The following voted against passage of the same: None. The above motion, having been consented to by more than a majority of the board members of this School District, was declared as passed by the President.
