REGULAR BOARD MEETING




    JANUARY 9, 2012


Of the Board of Education of School District No. 61R, Emerson-Hubbard Community Schools, in the County of Dixon, in the State of Nebraska, a/k/a Dixon County School District No. 561, was convened in open and public session at 6:00 o’clock P.M. on the 9th day of January, 2012 in the Elementary School Library in said district.  Board members present: J. J. Morgan, Mary Ann Lussier, Cindi Stolze, Shari Stork, and Robert Wendte. Board members absent: Dion Blanke. Also present: Superintendent Dr. David Jones, Elementary Principal James Northwick, Secondary Principal Mark Koch, Board Secretary Nita McCabe, Nancy Casey, Susan Miller, Willa Saltzman, Jennifer Trenhaile, Deb Relitz, Brenda Sebade and Rebecca Mackling.


Notice of the meeting was given in advance thereof, according to law, by proper publication in the Nebraska Journal Leader, a designated method for giving notice of the School District.  Notice of this meeting was given in advance to all members of the Board of Education.  Availability of the Agenda and purpose of the meeting was communicated in the advance notice of the meeting and in the notice to the members of this meeting. A copy of the open meeting act was posted at the meeting. All proceedings of the Board of Education were taken while the convened meeting was open to the attendance of the public.


Superintendent Dr. David Jones called the meeting to order.

Member Lussier moved to approve the agenda.  Member Stolze seconded the motion and, on roll call vote, the following members voted in favor of passage of the same: Stolze, Stork, Wendte, Lussier, and Morgan.  The following voted against passage of the same: None. Absent: Blanke.  The above motion, having been consented to by more than a majority of the board members of this School District, was declared as passed by the President.

Member Wendte moved to nominate Shari Stork for President.  Member Lussier seconded the nomination.  Member Wendte moved to cease nomination for President, and elect the nominee by acclamation.  Member Morgan seconded the motion.  Shari Stork was declared President of the Emerson-Hubbard Board of Education for 2012.

Member Wendte moved to nominate Cindi Stolze for Vice President.  Member Stork seconded the nomination.  Member Wendte moved to cease nomination for Vice President, and elect the nominee by acclamation.  Member Morgan seconded the motion.  Cindi Stolze was declared Vice President of the Emerson-Hubbard Board of Education for 2012.

Member Stolze moved to nominate Mary Ann Lussier for Treasurer.  Member Wendte seconded the nomination.  Member Stolze moved to cease nomination for Treasurer, and elect the nominee by acclamation.  Member Wendte seconded the motion.  Mary Ann Lussier was declared Treasurer of the Emerson-Hubbard Board of Education for 2012.

Member Wendte moved to approve the minutes of the Regular Board Meeting held on December 12, 2011; the Treasurer’s report for December, 2011; and the payment of claims for January, 2012.  Member Lussier seconded the motion and, on roll call vote, the following members voted in favor of passage of the same: Stork, Wendte, Lussier, Morgan and Stolze. The following voted against passage of the same: None. Absent: Blanke. The above motion, having been consented to by more than a majority of the board members of this School District, was declared as passed by the President.

The above motion, having been consented to by more than a majority of the board members of this School District, was declared as passed by the President.

Member Stolze moved to designate the First Nebraska Bank as the official depository for the Emerson-Hubbard Schools for 2012.  Member Lussier seconded the motion and, on roll call vote, the following members voted in favor of passage of the same: Morgan, Stolze, Stork, Wendte and Lussier. The following voted against passage of the same: None. Absent: Blanke.  The above motion, having been consented to by more than a majority of the board members of this School District, was declared as passed by the President.

Member Wendte moved to designate Superintendent Dr. David Jones, Treasurer Mary Ann Lussier, and  Secretary Nita McCabe as the Safety Deposit Agents for Emerson-Hubbard Schools for 2012. Member Stolze seconded the motion and, on roll call vote, the following members voted in favor of passage of the same: Stolze, Stork, Wendte, Lussier, and Morgan. The following voted against passage of the same: None. Absent: Blanke.  The above motion, having been consented to by more than a majority of the board members of this School District, was declared as passed by the President.

Member Stolze seconded the motion and, on roll call vote, the following members voted in favor of passage of the same: Stork, Wendte, Lussier, Morgan, and Stolze. The following voted against passage of the same: None. Absent: Blanke.  The above motion, having been consented to by more than a majority of the board members of this School District, was declared as passed by the President.

The conflict of Interest Statutes were distributed to each Board member.

Member Stolze moved to approve Dan Loofe as the Driver Education Instructor for 2012 at a fee of $130 per student. Member Lussier seconded the motion and, on roll call vote, the following members voted in favor of passage of the same: Wendte, Lussier, Morgan, Stolze, and Stork. The following voted against passage of the same: None. Absent: Blanke.  The above motion, having been consented to by more than a majority of the board members of this School District, was declared as passed by the President.

Member Wendte moved to recognize the Emerson-Hubbard Education Association as the exclusive bargaining agent for the district’s non-supervisory certificated staff for the 2012-2013 and 2013-2014 contract years. Member Lussier seconded the motion and, on roll call vote, the following members voted in favor of passage of the same: Lussier, Morgan, Stolze, Stork, and Wendte. The following voted against passage of the same: None. Absent: Blanke.  The above motion, having been consented to by more than a majority of the board members of this School District, was declared as passed by the President.

RESOLUTION FOR AMENDMENT AND ADDENDUM TO NJUMP INTER-




  LOCAL AGREEMENT




    Effective July 1, 2012

WHEREAS, participant has previously entered into an Interlocal agreement with other public entities to form and participate in the Nebraska Joint Utilities Management Program (otherwise referred to as NJUMP) as authorized by the Interlocal Cooperation Act, Neb Stat. 13-801 and

WHEREAS, participant is allowed to participate in said cooperative undertakings; and

WHEREAS, the current Interlocal agreement will automatically renew July 1, 2012, and

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the governing board hereby:

Declares the board will continue participation in NJUMP and hereby accepts the Participation Agreement which is attached to this resolution and which renews and amends the original Interlocal agreement.

Member Stolze moved the Board go into executive session to review and consider the contract with the superintendent and to prevent the needless injury to the reputation of staff.  Member Lussier seconded the motion and, on roll call vote, the following members voted in favor of passage of the same:  Stolze, Stork Wendte, Lussier and Morgan.  The following voted against passage of the same:  None. Absent: Blanke.   The above motion, having been consented to by more than a majority of the board members of this School District, was declared as passed by the President.  The closed session commenced at 6:17 o’clock P.M.

Member Stolze moved to come out of executive session.  Member Lussier seconded the motion and, on roll cal vote, the following members voted in favor of passage of the same: Stork, Wendte, Lussier, Morgan, and Stolze.  The following voted against passage of the same:  None. Absent: Blanke.   The above motion, having been consented to by more than a majority of the board members of this School District, was declared as passed by the President.  Executive session concluded at 6:31 o’clock P.M.  

Member Lussier moved to offer a contract to Dr. David Jones as Superintendent for the 2012-2013 school year, with negotiations to be completed at a later date. Member Wendte seconded the motion and, on roll call vote, the following members voted in favor of passage of the same: Wendte, Lussier, Morgan, Stolze, and Stork. The following voted against passage of the same: None. Absent: Blanke.  The above motion, having been consented to by more than a majority of the board members of this School District, was declared as passed by the President.

Willa Saltzman; Title 1 teacher, K-1 music teacher, and English as a Second Language teacher, reported to the Board on the preparation and success of the Winter Concert, which had a wonderful attendance; she had recently attended an ESL meeting in Columbus where a new program guide was introduced.   She and the foreign language instructor at the secondary are currently making the necessary changes.  She also stated the Title 1 Program will change from a targeted assist program to a school wide program.

Brenda Sebade; preschool teacher on Monday, Wednesday, and Friday, High Ability Learner and Title 1 instructor on Tuesday and Thursday reported to the Board on her duties.  She explained that qualifying fourth, fifth and sixth graders participated in the HAL activities once a week and their projects have included dissecting eyes, dissecting owl pellets and a hydraulic lesson.  She stated, as a climate community member, that through the Nebraska Humanities Counselor an assembly had been presented by a reenactment of frontier life and another assembly is planned and will feature a reenactment of one of the men who participated on The Lewis and Clark Trail. As the Dance Team sponsor, she also spoke of the upcoming state competition for that group.  She concluded her report with a recap of the elementary assembly which included the presentation of a check in the amount of $25,000 from Discover Card and given through Reed and Mary Christianson.

Administrative Reports:

Secondary Principal Mark Koch reported Sheri Eaton and Darlene Weborg have agreed to share responsibility for the special education program at the secondary.

Elementary Principal James Northwick shared with the Board information involving the donation of $25,000 from Reed and Mary Christianson through Discover Card and the upcoming events of the Spelling Bee and Parent-Teacher Conferences.

Superintendent Dr. Jones gave an update on Maria Weddle and reminded the incumbents on the Board of the February 15, 2012 filling deadline. 


Member Stolze moved to adjourn the meeting. Member Lussier seconded the motion and, on roll call vote, the following members voted in favor of passage of the same: Morgan, Stolze, Stork, Wendte and Lussier. The following voted against passage of the same: None. Absent: Blanke.  The above motion, having been consented to by more than a majority of the board members of this School District, was declared as passed by the President.
