REGULAR BOARD MEETING




  OCTOBER 10, 2011


Of the Board of Education of School District No. 61R, Emerson-Hubbard Community Schools, in the County of Dixon, in the State of Nebraska, a/k/a Dixon County School District No. 561, was convened in open and public session at 6:00 o’clock P.M. on the 10th day of October, 2011 in the Elementary School Library in said district.  Board members present: Dion Blanke,  J. J. Morgan, Mary Ann Lussier,  Cindi Stolze, Shari Stork, and Robert Wendte. Board members absent: None. Also present: Superintendent Dr. David Jones, Secondary Principal Mark Koch, Board Secretary Nita McCabe, Nancy Casey,  Rita Drieling, Jennifer Trenhaile, Abby Drieling, Brittany Pallas and Katelyn Bartels.


Notice of the meeting was given in advance thereof, according to law, by proper publication in the Nebraska Journal Leader, a designated method for giving notice of the School District.  Notice of this meeting was given in advance to all members of the Board of Education.  Availability of the Agenda and purpose of the meeting was communicated in the advance notice of the meeting and in the notice to the members of this meeting. A copy of the open meeting act was posted at the meeting. All proceedings of the Board of Education were taken while the convened meeting was open to the attendance of the public.

Member Stolze moved to approve the agenda.  Member Lussier seconded the motion and, on roll call vote, the following members voted in favor of passage of the same: Morgan, Stolze, Stork, Wendte, Blanke and Lussier.  The following voted against passage of the same: None.  The above motion, having been consented to by more than a majority of the board members of this School District, was declared as passed by the President.

Member Wendte moved to approve the minutes of the Budget Hearing held on September 12, 2011; the minutes of the Tax Request Hearing held on September 12, 2011; and the minutes of the Regular Board Meeting held on September 12, 2011; the Treasurer’s report for September, 2011; and the payment of claims for October, 2011.  Member Stolze seconded the motion and, on roll call vote, the following members voted in favor of passage of the same: Stolze, Stork, Wendte, Blanke, Lussier and Morgan. The following voted against passage of the same: None. The above motion, having been consented to by more than a majority of the board members of this School District, was declared as passed by the President.

Member Stolze moved to approve the evaluation instruments for the superintendent, principals, and personnel as presented   Member Lussier seconded the motion and, on roll call vote, the following members voted in favor of passage of the same: Stork Wendte, Blanke, Morgan, Lussier, and Stolze. The following voted against passage of the same: None. The above motion, having been consented to by more than a majority of the board members of this School District, was declared as passed by the President.

Member Wendte moved to approve board policies #4150 and #2220 to replace board policy #2120A. Member Stork seconded the motion and, on roll call vote, the following members voted in favor of passage of the same: Wendte, Blanke, Lussier, Morgan, Stolze and Stork. The following voted against passage of the same: None. The above motion, having been consented to by more than a majority of the board members of this School District, was declared as passed by the President.

Member Lussier moved to approve the business manager’s compensation as presented by Mr. Jones. Member Stork seconded the motion and, on roll call vote, the following members voted in favor of passage of the same: Blanke, Lussier, Morgan, Stork, and Wendte. The following voted against passage of the same: Stolze. The above motion, having been consented to by more than a majority of the board members of this School District, was declared as passed by the President.

Member Wendte moved to approve a request for Amber Kittle to graduate from Emerson-Hubbard High School in December, 2011. Member Lussier seconded the motion and, on roll call vote, the following members voted in favor of passage of the same: Lussier, Morgan, Stolze, Stork, Wendte and Blanke. The following voted against passage of the same: None. The above motion, having been consented to by more than a majority of the board members of this School District, was declared as passed by the President.

Administrative Reports:

Secondary principal Mark Koch reported for himself as well as elementary principal James Northwick on the recently completed MAP Testing at the elementary and secondary and a meeting held with the building principals, Jennifer Trenhaile and Lindsey Burback to create framework for the teachers evaluations. He shared other information with the board for Mr. Northwick on the success of the Elementary Open House, Book Fair and Carnival; the elementary staff and students enjoyed the Homecoming festivities; and a kindergarten entrance exam will be in place for use next year.

 Mr. Koch also reported at the secondary level on the reduction of names on the eligibility list, the implementation of the ‘lunch bunch’ and that discipline issues are at a minimum.  He reported that upcoming events include the Pie & Pop Concert, the end of the first quarter and Parent-Teacher Conferences

Superintendent Jones invited the Board members to attend the annual NASB state convention to be held in Omaha and reported on the result of efforts at the secondary level to continually improve the learning climate. There has been a visit by a consultant at the secondary in regard to improvements in the weight room.  This will be assessed and discussed at a future board meeting.


Member Stolze moved to adjourn the meeting. Member Blanke seconded the motion and, on roll call vote, the following members voted in favor of passage of the same: Morgan, Stolze,  Stork, Wendte Blanke, and Lussier,. The following voted against passage of the same: None. The above motion, having been consented to by more than a majority of the board members of this School District, was declared as passed by the President.
