If you are interested I raising your ACT test score, FREE ACT Test Preparation Sessions are going to be held at the Emerson-Hubbard High School library.  Prep classes for the October 22, 2011 ACT test will be from 7:30-8:15 on Tuesday and Thursday Mornings in September and October.  The test prep sessions will be: September 13,15,20,22,27and 29.  The October dates will be the 4,6,11,13,18,and 20.  The October 18th and 20th sessions will be their review for the October 22, 2011 ACT Test.

The second test prep session will be held later in October and November to help prepare for the December 10, 2011 ACT Test.  The ACT Test Prep Sessions will be from 7:30 – 8:15 on Tuesday and Thursday mornings.  The test prep sessions will be October 25,27, November 1,3,8,20,25,17,22,29, December 1 and 6.  The December 1st and 6th sessions will be the review for the December 10,2011 ACT Test.

S.A.T. Test for Juniors


The Preliminary Scholastic Aptitude Test (PSAT) is scheduled for the morning of Wednesday, October 12, 2011.  This test is administered annually through the guidance office to those juniors who have voluntarily registered (and paid) for the test.  The purpose of the PSAT is twofold: 

1. The test is designed for students who plan to enroll in a four-year college.  It provides them with practice for the Scholastic Aptitude Test-S.A.T. (a college entrance test), which they may take during their senior year
2. The PSAT serves as a predeterminant in qualifying for the National Merit Scholarship.  In the event a student scores high enough on the PSAT he/she is then eligible is then eligible to apply for the National Merit Scholarship.  If your son or daughter has registered for the PSAT, please remind them that a good night’s sleep and breakfast prior to the test are helpful test-taking tips over which they have control!  If you have questions or comments concerning the PSAT please contact Mrs. Drieling at the high school.

Morning Route

After School Route:

Etta will make her highway stops and dropping off her students.  Etta will not leave the highway.  Etta will park at HME until 4:15. She will then move to the Hubbard Community Center.  All students need to be picked up or walk home by 4:25.
*** ROGER’S BUS


Morning route

Roger will leave the bus barn at 7:00.  He will then head straight north on T Ave proceeding to 170th street.  He will then turn around and head back on T Avenue stopping at Marlett and Oerman.  He will then wait at the intersection of 200th street and T waiting there until 7:30.  He will then proceed to 230th street and T waiting there until 7:30. He will then proceed to school never leaving T-Ave


Afternoon Route:

Roger will proceed on T-Ave stopping at 230th street and T also 200th and T.  His times of arrival will depend on the road conditions at the time.  If you need to pick up our children at these intersections please be there in plenty of time.  He will then proceed to Oerman and Marlett.  He will then turn around and had back to town.  If you miss his first time he will be heading back.  Please stay in contact with the bus barn at 402-695-2707.

***GENE’S BUS


Morning Route:

Gene will leave the bus barn at 7:00 He will head for “Nacora”, The junction of Highway 35 and Perry Avenue.  He will arrive at approximately 7:10 and he will stay there until 7:20 at which time he will proceed to the corner of 270th and Perry Avenue.  Gene will stay there until 7:35.  Gene will then enter Emerson on 270th.


Afternoon Route:

Gene will run the afternoon route the same as the morning waiting at Nacora until 4:00 and then proceeding to 270th and Perry Avenue.  He will wait there until 4:15.  Gene will then proceed back to Emerson.

We are well into another school year and once again we see children reading.  It’s so much fun to take that reading done in school into the home and read with your child at home as well.  If you are a parent of a young child he/she may not be in school yet but you can help your child be prepared for entering school at a later date.  It is never too soon to start instilling a love of books and reading to a child.  Research shows that reading books to young children is one of the key factors to a child’s later success in school.  Children that are read to three or more times per week are twice as likely to show there or more of the emerging literacy skills than children who are read to less frequently.  Get into the habit of frequenting your local library. The time you take in reading to and with your child now will pay off in successes in school later and also, as another perk, instills a love of books. Have a great year and remember keep on reading.

PARENT/TEACHER CONFERENCE – OCTOBER 20TH, 2011
Working together to improve the life of our child.

TIPS FOR A SUCCESSFUL P.T.C.

Parent-teacher conference is the perfect time for both teachers and parents to have the opportunity to sit, plan, and collaborate with each other to find ways to help the child get the most out of his education.  Parent-teacher conference is probably one of the most important times during the school year in which both parents and teachers can work one on one and a time in which the focus is on the child and his/her needs.

Because time is limited, there are things that we as parents can do beforehand to insure that our conference time is used most effectively.  Here are some tips, courtesy of “Life 360”


1. Write down questions:  It’s easy to get distracted during conferences, make sure 

           to write down any questions you might have that you need really want to discuss.

2. Talk to Your Child: This does not mean interrogation, simply have conversations 

    before conference as to your child’s likes and dislikes, is there anything bothering   

    him/her? If you have concerns, write them down.
3. Bring a notepad: It’s hard to remember everything that went on during a 

   conference, don’t be afraid to take notes.

4. Talk to the teacher: PTC is just one meeting and a short amount of time, if there 

    are things that you think the teacher needs to know make sure he/she is 

    informed.  Knowing about a divorce, death in the family, moving, job loss, etc. can 

    affect how a child does in school.  If the teacher is informed he/she can help 

    your child get through the school day.  Also, stay in contact with the teacher 

    even after conferences are ended.

5. Ask about the class itself: How does your child participate in class, does he/she 

    get along with others, is he/she able to work in small group settings?  Who are 

    his/her friends in the classroom? How well is your child accepted by his/her 

    peers?

6. Leave prepared:  During conferences you and the teacher should have come up 

   with a game plan as to how to help your child become more successful as a 

   student. Make sure you are prepared and willing to follow this plan after 

   conference has ended.  Are there tools you need to help you follow this plan?  

   Where do I as a parent get help if I need it? Make sure concerns are addressed 

   before you leave the conference.
7. Remember to keep the conference respectful: Remember that conferences are 

    usually short limited on time and there are other parents waiting to also talk to 

   the teacher.  If you need more time to talk, please arrange a time when you can 

   meet again and finish discussing issues.  This helps both you and the teacher stay 

   focused and allows other parents the time they need to discuss their child as well. 
Hope to see you all at conferences.  Together we can make a difference in our children’s lives.
